Tylan 100 Granules Premix, 100 g/lb
ACTIVE DRUG INGREDIENT:
220 grams per kilogram of Tylosin (as tylosin phosphate)
Ingredients: Rice hulls, calcium carbonate and mineral oil
PRODUCT DESCRIPTION:
A light tan coloured free flowing, granular meal
PHARMACODYNAMICS:
Tylosin is a macrolide antibiotic produced by a strain of Streptomyces 
fradiae. It exerts its antimicrobial e�ect by inhibiting protein synthesis of 
susceptible microorganisms.
The tylosin spectrum of activity includes Gram-positive bacteria, some 
Gram-negative strains such as Pasteurella, and Mycoplasma spps at 
concentrations of 16 µg/ml or less.
PHARMACOKINETICS:
Absorption: Tylosin reaches maximal blood levels between 1 and 3 hours 
after an oral dose. Minimal or no blood levels remain 24 hours after an 
oral dose.
Distribution: After oral doses were given to pigs, tylosin was found in all 
tissues, between 30 minutes and two hours after administration, except 
for the brain and spinal cord.
Biotransformation and Elimination: It has been shown that most of the 
material which is excreted is to be found in the faeces and consists of 
tylosin (factor A), relomycin (factor D) and dihydrodesmycosin.
INDICATIONS:
Swine:
For control of porcine proliferative enteropathies (ileitis) associated with 
Lawsonia intracellularis.
For control of swine dysentery associated with Brachyspira hyodysenteriae.
For treatment and control of swine dysentery associated with Brachyspira 
hyodysenteriae.
Broilers and Replacement Chickens:
To aid in the control of chronic respiratory disease caused by Mycoplasma 
gallisepticum. 
DOSAGE AND ADMINISTRATION:
Important: To ensure adequate mixing, an intermediate blending step 
should be used prior to manufacturing a complete feed.
Mode of administration: Oral
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CONTRAINDICATION:
Do not use in known cases of hypersensitivity.
Do not use in animals vaccinated with tylosin-sensitive vaccines either at 
the same time or within one week previously.
WARNINGS AND PRECAUTIONS:
Organisms vary in their degree of susceptibility to any chemotherapeutic. 
If no improvement is observed after recommended treatment, diagnosis 
and susceptibility should be reconfirmed.
Diagnosis should be confirmed by a veterinarian when results are not 
satisfactory.
Do not use in any finished feed (supplement, concentrate or complete 
feed) containing in excess of 2% bentonite.
Not to be used in feeds containing pellet binding agents with the 
exception of Lignosol (4%) and Agri-Colloid (0.3%).
Safety Directions: Tylan may be irritating to unprotected skin and eyes. 
When mixing and handling Tylan use protective clothing and impervious 
gloves. In case of accidental eye exposure, flush eyes with plenty of 
water. Exposed skin should be washed with plenty of soap and water. 
Remove and wash contaminated clothing. Seek medical attention if 
irritation becomes severe or persists.
INTERACTION WITH OTHER MEDICINAL PRODUCTS:
Lincosamides and aminoglycoside antibiotics antagonise the activity of tylosin.
PREGNANCY AND LACTATION:
No studies have been conducted in the target species population. 
Use only according to the benefit risk assessment by the responsible 
veterinarian.
ADVERSE EFFECTS:
None known.
SYMPTOMS AND TREATMENT OF OVERDOSE:
This product has been shown to produce no adverse e�ects when fed to 
pigs at 600 ppm in the feed (six times the recommended maximum level) 
for 28 days.
WITHDRAWAL PERIOD:
Swine: None
Chicken: 5 days before slaughter when fed at 880 to 1100 grams per kilogram
