How Jap-Muscle Pain Relief Cream
works

It contains methyl salicylate and
menthol. Menthol dilates the blood
vessels causing a sensation of
coldness, followed by an analgesic
effect. Menthol also acts as a
penetration enhancer, increasing the
penetration of drugs when applied on

the skin, to give a faster onset of action.

Methyl salicylate is used topically as a
counter irritant. Upon application, it is
absorbed through the skin and is
applied for the relief of rheumatic pain
and muscle or joints pain.

Before you use Jap-Muscle Pain

- When you must not use it

Do not use it in patients with aspirin
or salicylate idiosyncrasy.

Do not use it if you are allergic to any
ingredients of Jap-Muscle Pain Relief
Cream.

Pregnancy and lactation

Do not use Jap-Muscle Pain Relief
Cream if you are pregnant, trying to
get pregnant or think you may be
pregnant. Do not use Jap-Muscle Pain

Relief Cream if you are breast-feeding.

Ask your doctor or pharmacist for
advice before taking any medicine.

- Before you start to use it

Initially apply a small amount to a
limited skin area and observe whether
there is discomfort or itch before
applying to a larger skin area.
Discontinue use if irritation develops.

- Taking other medicines

Please inform the doctor or
pharmacist if you are taking other
medicines.

For patient taking warfarin, excessive
application on to the skin for muscle
or joint pains may increase the
chances of bleeding.

- How much to use
