CANDISTAN 4.4% POWDER
Description and Composition 

CANDISTAN 4.4% POWDER is pale yellowish brown free flowing powder. 123.2 iu Nystatin per milligram.
Pharmacodynamics 

Nystatin is a polylene antibiotic which is both fungistatic and fungicidal in vitro against a wide variety of yeasts and yeast-like fungi, including Candida albicans, C. parapsilosis, C. tropicalis, C. guilliermondi, C. pseudotropicalis, C. krusei, Torulopsis glabrata, Tricophyton rubrum, T. mentagrophytes. Nystatin binds to ergosterol, a major component of the fungal cell membrane. When present in sufficient concentrations, it forms pores in the membrane that lead to K+ leakage and death of the fungus. Ergosterol is fairly unique to fungi, so the drug does not have such catastrophic effects on animals. 

Pharmacokineticss

Nystatin is not measurably absorbed after oral administration and is almost entirely excreted unchanged in the feces. 
Indication 

As an aid in control and treatment of crop mycosis and mycotic diarrhea (Candida albicans) for growing turkeys.
Recommended Dose 

As an aid in control of crop mycosis and mycotic diarrhea (Candida albicans): 1.136kg (equivalent to 140miu or 50g of Nystatin) per ton of feed.
Treatment of crop mycosis and mycotic diarrhea (Candida albicans): 2.273kg (equivalent to 280miu or 100g of Nystatin) per ton of feed for 7 to 10days. 

Route of Administration 

Oral administration in feed

Contraindication 

Nystatin is contraindicated in swine and broilers with a history of hypersensitivity to any of its components. 
Warning and Precautions 

1. Avoid contact with the product. Wash hands after use.

2. If the product comes into contact with the eyes, rinse immediately with plenty of water.

3. People with known hypersensitivity to any of the active substances or the excipient should avoid contact with the veterinary medicinal product.

Interaction with Other Medicinal Product 

None well documented. 

Pregnancy and Lactation 

Animal reproduction studies have not been conducted with Nystatin. It is also not known whether Nystatin can cause fetal harm when administered to a pregnant animals or can affect reproduction capacity. Nystatin should be prescribed for a pregnant animal only if the potential benefit to the mother out-weighs the potential risk to the fetus. 

Side Effects 

Nystatin is generally well tolerated by all age groups, even during prolonged use. Rarely, oral irritation or sensitisation may occur. Nausea has been reported occasionally during therapy. Large oral doses of Nystatin have occasionally produced diarrhoea, gastrointestinal distress, nausea and vomiting. Rash, including urticaria, has been reported rarely. Steven-Johnson Syndrome has been reported very rarely. 

Symptoms and Treatment of Overdose 

Since the absorption of Nystatin from the gastro-intestinal tract is negligible, over dosage causes no systemic toxicity. 

Storage Condition 

Store below 30ºC in a dry place
