EM-MOXIMIX 20% Granules
Description and Composition 

EM-MOXI MIX is an off-white, free-flowing granules. 200g Amoxicillin (as trihydrate) per kg.

Pharmacodynamics 

Amoxicillin is a semi-synthetic penicillin derived from the 6 APA core (6 amino-penicillic acid). It is a broad-spectrum antibiotic, bactericidal against gram positive and gram negative bacteria, in particular Actinobacillus pleuropneumoniae, isolated in pigs. Amoxicillin acts by inhibition of bacterial cell wall synthesis or activation of enzymes disrupting cell walls (bactericidal action). 
Pharmacokinetics

When administered orally to 7-week-old piglets at the recommended dosage of 15 mg/kg bodyweight/day for 14 days, therapeutic plasma levels were maintained throughout the treatment. Amoxicillin is mainly excreted in the urine under its natural form and as penicilloic acid.
Indication 

For the control of diseases caused by Streptococcus suis in weaned piglets.
Recommended Dose 

15 mg of amoxycillin per kg bodyweight daily for 14 consecutive days. This dosage may be achieved by the addition of: 

1) 2 kg EM-MOXI MIX per tonne of feed in starter feed. 

2) 1.5 kg EM-MOXI MIX per tonne of feed in feed intended for piglets older than 6 weeks. 

Route of Administration 

For oral administration only. 

Contraindication 

• Do not use in animals with known hypersensitivity to penicillins or other substances of the ß-lactam group. 

• Do not use in animals with serious kidney malfunction including anuria and oliguria. 

Warning and Precautions 

Operator Warnings 

When handling the product, skin contact should be avoided. Adequate measures must be taken to avoid creating dust when incorporating the product into feed. Use a respirator/dust mask which complies with at least European Standard EN 149 FFP1 and wear overalls, impervious gloves and 

safety glasses. Wash exposed skin after use. Do not smoke or eat during use. 

Penicillins and cephalosporins may cause hypersensitivity (allergy) following injection, inhalation, ingestion or skin contact. Hypersensitivity to penicillins may lead to cross-reactions to cephalosporins and vice versa. Allergic reactions to these substances may occasionally be serious. 

Operator warnings 

1) Do not handle this product if you know you are sensitised or if you have been advised not to work with such preparations. 

2) Handle this product with great care to avoid exposure, taking all recommended precautions. 

3) If you develop symptoms following exposure such as skin rash, you should seek medical advice and show the doctor this warning. Swelling of the face, lips or eyes or difficulty with breathing are more serious symptoms and require urgent medical attention. 

Interaction with Other Medicinal Product 

Amoxycillin is unlikely to interact significantly with any other drugs commonly administered to animals. 

Pregnancy and Lactation 
Studies performed in laboratory animals (rat, rabbit), did not show a 
teratogenic, embryotoxic or maternotoxic effect of amoxicillin. Safety of the product in the 
pregnant and lactating sows was not demonstrated. Use only accordingly to the benefit/risk assessment by the responsible veterinarian. 

Side Effects 

Penicillins and cephalosporins may cause hypersensitivity following administration. Allergic reactions to these substances may occasionally be serious. 

Storage Condition 

Store below 30º C in a dry place 

Shelf life 

3 years. 

Withdrawal Period 
Pigs intended for human consumption may only be slaughtered after 4 days from the last administration of EM-MOXI MIX.
